The Israeli film and lecture series, “ISRAEL: CINEMATIC VISIONS,” is celebrating its film and lecture series with the Israeli film “It’s About Time.”  After this film, the series will be indefinitely suspended due to budgetary considerations.
Dr. Miri Talmon-Bohm and professor Nava Dushi, program directors, will introduce the film and lead a post-film discussion. 
IT’S ABOUT TIME (Ellona Ariel and Ayelet Menahemi, 2001, 54 minutes; Hebrew with English subtitles) explores Israeli society and the reflections pertaining to its identity.  This film was released in Israel in 2003.  It has participated in and has received awards in numerous festivals around the world.
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From the moment of birth, humankind is timed. For Israelis, time ticks double speed, pursued by a glorious past, an uncertain future, and a dubious present.  The film provides a chance to experience “Israeli time” as you watch it. It is a mosaic of dialogues with a little girl, a psychiatrist, an Olympic swimmer, a news editor, a lifeguard, a standup comedian, and others. Four Jazz musicians accompany the improvised management of time since the unplanned birth of the Israeli State, a land of compelling diversity in which everyone without exception marches to the beat of time. It is a compelling movie about people, wondering if they have used time to its fullest, or if they could have done it any other way.
Have you got the time to explore the ways in which time is experienced and lived?  This film offers a myriad of interpretations as to the existential condition of Israel’s past and present generations, Israeli creative power, and Israel’s everlasting search for an identity.
