I graduated from high-school in 1993 and then served for four and a half years in the IDF. I was discharged from service in 1998 as a lieutenant in the intelligence forces. After a long trip to South America I came to Miami in January 2000 in order to pursue my goal of following my dream to obtain a Ph.D. in Psychobiology / neuroscience. On May 2002 I received my Associates of arts (A.A) in psychology from BCC. 
In December 2004 I graduated from the undergraduate Psychobiology program at Florida Atlantic University (FAU), Boca Raton, FL, with Honors (Magna Cum Laude). Since August 2005 I have been a student in FAU’s Psychology Masters program. After completing the Masters I intend to continue for a Ph.D. program either in South Florida (preferably at the University of Miami) or in Israel. My academic interests include the study of the human brain and its relation to behavior. Specifically, I am interested in biological correlates of learning and memory. In my Masters thesis I study the effects of education on semantic categorical fluency in elderly bilingual subjects. While a student at FAU I have also worked as a technical writer for STARLIMS Corp., an Israeli software company developing information management systems for scientific and medical laboratories.  My motivation to study well towards my goal and demonstrate superior academic performance was and still is strong. Although I had to leave my family, country, and friends, I have confidence in myself, and I believe in the path that I have chosen and in my ability to excel in the academic and business disciplines. With hard work, persistence, devotion and a little support, I know that nothing can stop my desire to succeed. Florida-Israel Institute has been supporting me all throughout my academic journey .
